ELIGIBILITY

Brass and percussion students in grades 9, 10, 11, or
12 are eligible to participate. Students must prepare a
Class A solo from the Ohio Music Education Association
required list (Required Music for Senior High School,
eleventh edition). In addition, a participant must be
a member-in-good-standing of their school band or

orchestra program.

ADJUDICATION

The performers will be judged on tone and intonation,
technical proficiency, and musicality by a panel of three
highly-qualified adjudicators, selected by the director
and assistant director of the BBC. The adjudication
instrument will be similar to that used by OMEA. A
100-point scale will be used. Thirty (30) points will be
awarded for tone and intonation; thirty (30) points will
be awarded for technical merit; and forty (40) points
will be awarded for musicality and interpretation. The
three adjudicator scores will be averaged to determine
the final score. The decision of the judges shall be final.
All participants will receive written comments from the

adjudicators.

THE COMPETITION

The competition will be in recital format and free
and open to the public. Participants will be required
to provide their own piano accompanist and must
provide three (3) solo parts for the adjudicators with
all measures numbered consecutively. Performances
will be scheduled at 15-minute intervals. Cameras or

recording devices of any kind are strictly prohibited.

PRIZES

Cash prizes will be awarded to the top three contestants.
In addition, the winner will be invited to perform a solo

with the BBC at a concert held in the spring.

THE BRASS BAND OF COLUMBUS

Founded in 1984 and celebrating its silver anniversary
season, the Brass Band of Columbus has been at the forefront
of the resurgence of the American brass band movement for
over twenty years. The band’s instrumentation is brass and
percussion only, following the tradition of British brass bands.
The unpaid professionals who make up this 45-piece ensemble
include over thirty active or retired music educators and a
wide range of other professions. The BBC was founded by Dr.
Paul Droste, Emeritus Professor of Music at The Ohio State
University and former director of the OSU Marching Band.
Tim Jameson was selected as Director in July 2005 after Dr.
Droste’s retirement in December 2004.

APPEARANCES

The Brass Band of Columbus averages over twenty appearances
per year at indoor and outdoor venues, community events, and
church services. Major appearances include The Mid-West
Band and Orchestra Clinic in Chicago, The Great American
Brass Band Festival in Danville, Kentucky, the Ohio Music
Educators Association Conference, and state, national, and
international conferences of musical organizations. In 2000,
the BBC performed as a part of the British Open Brass Band
competition in Birmingham, England.

COMPETITION

The Brass Band of Columbusisamember ofthe North American
Brass Band Association (NABBA), an organization devoted to
promoting brass bands and brass banding in North America.
Each year NABBA hosts a competition for its member bands.
At these contests, a highly-esteemed panel of international
judges critiques bands in five different performance divisions,
called sections. The BBC competes in the top division, the
Championship Section, and has been awarded First Place ten
times, most recently in April 2006. No other North American
brass band approaches this record of excellence. The BBC
hosted the contest in 1987, 1992, and 1996.

RECORDINGS

The BBC’s first commercial recording, Lead On!, was released
in 1994. Its second recording is called The Champions and
was released in 1998. American’s We was released in 2000
in conjunction with the band’s trip to England. Brass Band
Christmas was released in 2001. Gifted Leadership — An
Anthology of March Masterpieces, was released in 2006.
The band’s newest recording, Strike Up the Brass Band, was
released in 2008.
